about 24 hrs.  It really works! 
•  You & Your Bunch Got the 
Summer Doldrums?
Try a tropical beach theme!  Make 
a B-I-G sun & decorate room with 
cardboard palm tree & 
other tropical plants.  
Have kids bring swim-
suits & beach towels.  
Get Hawaiian library

higher CACFP reimbursement
rates. The answer is clear. Higher
reimbursements come from 
parents or providers whose 
incomes qualify. These income 
levels for everyone (parents &
providers alike) have just
significantly gone up!
An e-mail was sent on 7/6, to all 
caregivers listing new qualifying
figures.  Be sure to check these 
new figures for your own house-
hold & pass out DCCʼs Parent
Envelope to all your parents.  You 
never know.  They could qualify. 
And, either of these 2 possibilities 
may get you bigger DCC monthly 
checks!  DCC has new income 
forms available for anyone calling to 
request (529-1200).

Please ONLY use this menu 
format if you do care for week-
ends or BT Snacks.  DCC staff 
has found several caregivers who 
use these & end up leaving off 
days by mistake.  (If youʼre using 
them to save paper, please 
donʼt in this instance.)
• Attendance Roster
Please remember to list ALL kids 
in care alphabetically by 1st 
name + list your own kids on 
Daily Attendance Roster.  (Your 
own ONLY need to be listed if 
under 13 yrs old now.)
• Enrollment Form 
Itʼs VERY important any facts 
parents write on Enrollment Form 
matches whatever you end
up recording on your menus... at 
all times!  This means, if you think 
you may possibly ever have a 
child for meals or days other than 
normal schedule, have parents 
circle them.  Youʼll then be 
covered if an odd situation occurs 
& you want reimbursement!!
• holidays reminder
Meals served on a holiday can 
ONLY be paid if you note it on 
your CACFP Cover Sheet, 
stating care was actually done.

A- In each licensure yr (1 prior to 
expiration date on license), 
primary care provider is 
required to meet 1 of 
following:

•  Complete 5 clock-hrs of    
KDHE-apprvʼd Professional 

Development trng.
• Maintain current accreditation 

by National Assn for 
Family Child Care.

• Hold current Child Develop-
ment Associate Credential.

Remember, trng hrs canʼt be 
carried over from 1 licensure yr
to the next.
